I. Call to order

Bob Key made a motion to try the 50 call plan, MT Pierce seconded.  Approval was given to purchase this plan if secure.
h) Christmas Plans:  It was discussed that club members will visit another club for December since we do not have access to the building and no dances can be scheduled for the Shepherdsville Stompers.

i) Advertisement:  The president asked the membership if the club should pay for an advertisement in Squares and Rounds.  Bob Key motioned to place an advertisement in the Squares and Rounds and Vickie Emberson seconded.
